
GOVSATCOM will also complement the usual means of 
telecommunications of the EU and Member States’ diplomatic 
networks so that they can rely when needed and anywhere 
in the world, on trusted satellite communication services 
completely independent from the hosting states communication 
infrastructure.

Thanks to its capacity to provide guaranteed and secure communications, GOVSATCOM 
will be able to support the management of key infrastructures, in particular when they 
are located in remote areas, when they are the potential target of malicious acts, or when 
their monitoring is highly depending on automated Machine-to-Machine (M2M) links to 
retrieve information from on-site sensors. This is the case for energy infrastructures 
(e.g. power plants), protection infrastructures (e.g. dykes), or transport infrastructures 
(e.g. bridges) and systems.
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With 139 EU Missions and Delegations and hundreds of Member States Embassies all over 
the world,the European diplomatic network may be faced with serious crises at any time 
and must have access, where appropriate, to secure and independent communications.
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GOVSATCOM to support European Diplomacy
The European Union Delegations play a vital role in representing the EU and its 
citizens around the globe, building networks and partnerships. Because they 
contribute to the promotion of the values and interests of the Union, the 139 
Delegations and Offices of the European Union’s diplomatic service (European 
External Action Service - EEAS) are also at the forefront in case of severe 
diplomatic crisis or armed conflict in the hosting country. In such situations, it is 

extremely important that the EEAS in Brussels can rely on trusted and secured 
communications with the concerned EU delegation(s). Supervising protection 

measures for EU citizens, organising humanitarian support, or representing 
European interests abroad, EU representatives must be provided with satellite 

communications solutions independent from the hosting country. Such solutions will 
be guaranteed by GOVSATCOM.
