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OBJECTIVE OF THE PROJECT

PYTHIA’s main objective is to deliver a methodology for improving civil and defence technology
foresight. It aims to devise an innovative methodology for strategic technology foresight, able to
deliver frequent “predictions” on technology-related matters, including the discovery of major
trends in a particular area of research and development. Starting from a study of the cognitive
factors influencing analysts’ ability to perform accurate forecasting, the project will leverage big
data analytics techniques for automatically analysing large volumes of technology information
collected from a wide range of publicly available sources, in order to identify future disruptive
technologies and recommend themes for European defence research. The methodology will be
assessed by an enlarged stakeholder group and validated scientifically and technologically in 4
workshops plus a testing session that will be organised throughout the project's lifetime
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
